The emergence of new types and methods of crime, as well as with the development of society, technology, urbanization, large-scale
information flow from everywhere, unfortunately, the number of crimes does not decrease, but on the contrary, their quality and types of diversity
change. Economic crimes, corruption and terrorism, cybercrimes and environmental crimes, illegal migration, war crimes, human trafficking,
etc. appeared in the arsenal of new forms of crime, which at the same time require the search for new methods of establishing the identity
of the criminal and investigating the committed criminal offense. Today, the use of the criminal’s psychological profile (portrait) is relevant in
the investigation of criminal offenses. The article is devoted to highlighting one of the actual practical problems of the science of criminology
regarding the application of the method of psychological profiling of a person who has committed a crime during investigative actions, with
further analysis of information and its application in the process of establishing the motive and purpose of committing a crime. A psychological
profile reflects a person’s internal, psychological, and behavioral characteristics. For the effectiveness of portraiture, investigators and operative
bodies should listen to expert psychologists, psychiatrists, and forensic doctors. They form a conclusion at the request of investigative
and operative bodies. Such a conclusion is of a recommendatory nature. The analysis of scientific sources regarding the definition of the content
of the psychological portrait of a criminal shows that, being one of the types of intellectual models of cognition, the profile of a wanted person
represents a system of information about the psychological and behavioral characteristics of such a person, essential from the point of view of his
detection and identification. Its main function is to be a means of searching, identifying and establishing the identity of an unknown criminal in
the activities of law enforcement agencies.
