The processes of changes in signatures of individuals over time are considered in conjunction with the influence of various factors, as well as
the particular assessment of differing features identified in the process of identification research of signatures performed with a large gap in time.

In the already formed signature of persons who have significant writing practice, changes in individual general and private features are
revealed in connection with the further adaptation of movements to fast writing, but they are not so significant as to make it difficult or impossible
to identify the person who signed the signatures executed with a gap in time.

When frequently signing documents of different content, a person sometimes has, along with the main one, an additional version

of the signature, with a simpler and shorter transcription.

Changes in the signature are also affected by physiological processes in the body (disease associated with impaired writing and motor
function or aging). This factor has a greater effect on signatures that are performed with low— or medium-produced movements.

Despite the relative stability of writing-motor skills, a person's handwriting can change significantly over time. When studying manuscripts
made with highly developed handwriting, the gap between the time of execution of the studied text and the samples can be from five to eight
years. In this case, conducting a comparative study is possible on the condition that this person did not suffer any diseases during this period, as
a result of which changes in the signs of handwriting could occur, as well as excluding the possibility of the influence of external factors.

When examining signatures made with a large gap in time, the expert must have information about the age, education, specialty, writing
practice of a specific person, diseases that affect the handwriting, in order to properly evaluate the distinguishing features established during

the research.

The study of the handwriting of the elderly requires the presence of samples that are close in execution time to the time of drafting the document
under study. In these cases, the expert must be informed about the age and health status of the person for whom the handwriting examination is
being conducted, as old age can cause significant changes in handwriting.
