The article is devoted to the study of the environmental federalism of the United States of America in subnational and local dimension,
with the determination of their role in the process. When considering the U.S. federal environmental policy, special attention should be paid to
highlighting the role of local governments that implement national laws, statutes, programs and strategies on the ground. This issue is actively
discussed in legal circles, since it affects one of the foundations of the American state — the jurisdictional distribution of powers between federal
institutions and subnational authorities. Taking into account growing interest in environmental issues and decentralization within the state
and scientific circles of Ukraine, it is relevant to study the issue in the context of the possible application of the U.S. positive experience in the field
of environmental protection of Ukraine.

Analyzing the U.S. environmental federalism, it can be clearly seen how important the issue of jurisdictional distribution of power is for
the American society and country. It depends on the subnational and local authorities, represented by the governing bodies of states, municipalities,
self-governing bodies of Indian tribes, how effectively and quickly the national regulatory acts in the field of environmental protection and ecological
safety will be implemented. Moreover, the administrative and legal regulation, which is carried out at the local level in the U.S., can effectively
level national initiatives for environmental protection, if the government of the state or municipality decides that it will cause more harm than
good to the local community. On the one hand, it complicates the process and requires more time to resolve certain environmental problems,
on the other hand, it allows for a more meticulous cost analysis and better research of possible positive and negative consequences of the U.S.
national environmental policy.
