This article, based on an analysis of domestic and foreign academic sources and international legal standards, examines several
categories that influence the determination of liability levels for persons involved in the administration of justice, namely: «judicial discretion,»
«judicial immunity,» and «independence» (of the judicial branch of government, the justice system, judicial bodies, and judges). The relevance
of this research is necessitated by the need for theoretical substantiation of the special status of judges within the system of state power
and the determination of the boundaries of their liability in accordance with international standards of justice. Particular attention is given to
the analysis of UN General Assembly Resolutions, conclusions of the Venice Commission, and recommendations of the Conference of Heads
of Courts of Central and Eastern Europe. The research reveals the complex nature of judicial activity, characterized by a unique combination
of state-official powers and special legal status. It has been established that judges, while performing the state’s most important function —
the administration of justice — hold state positions but are not civil servants in the traditional sense, which determines the specificity of their liability.
It is substantiated that judicial discretion constitutes a special type of intellectual-volitional activity implemented through the judge’s authority to
make final decisions by choosing between legally permissible alternatives within the bounds of law. Special attention is devoted to the problem
of distinguishing between bona fide judicial discretion and judicial arbitrariness. It is demonstrated that the criterion of good faith is determinative
for establishing the boundaries of judicial liability: as long as a judge acts in good faith, making decisions based on inner conviction and within
the law, the legal system must provide immunity from any liability. The multi-faceted nature of the category of «independence» in the context
of the judicial system is separately outlined. The necessity of clearly distinguishing between the concepts of independence of the judicial branch
as a separate branch of state power, independence of the justice system as an institutional entity, independence of judicial bodies as structural
units, and independence of individual judges as bearers of judicial power is substantiated. It is shown that international documents often exhibit
terminological confusion regarding these concepts, which complicates their practical implementation. Further development of these categories,
taking into account contemporary realities, will enable the improvement of existing or the creation of new reliable safeguards for the functioning
of fair and independent national justice in Ukraine.
