The article is devoted to the study of the influence of a specific legislator on the formation and development trajectory of the phenomenon
of affirmative action (positive discrimination) as a complex and controversial instrument of legal regulation in the context of the revision of existing
positions and the implementation of changes into a particular legal doctrine regarding this and other relevant categories, using the United
States as an example. The relevance is due to changes in the national legal doctrine against the background of the renewal of the composition
of the collective legislator in this country and its revision of the approach to the implementation and overall legality of the phenomena of affirmative
action and DEI, and, accordingly, the impact of these changes on the overall trajectory of development of such a legal system. The historical stages
of the formation of affirmative action in the legal field of the United States are presented, in particular from the first mention in Executive Order
10925 to contemporary challenges. Emphasis is placed on the lack of doctrinal unity regarding the definition of affirmative action, which complicates
both scientific and normative discourse. Various academic approaches to the definition of affirmative action are examined, with an emphasis
on the aspect of purpose. The article provides a justification for the expediency of applying the teleological method of interpretation to assess
the position of the collective legislator of the United States on this phenomenon, through a focus on purpose, temporality, and appropriateness,
which, by their nature, fall within the scope of teleology. Emphasis is placed on the necessary intrusiveness of this mechanism, which makes it
sensitive to the level of legal understanding of the specific legislator. Particular attention is given to the analysis of recent legislative initiatives, in
particular Executive Order 14173, in which the identification of DEI and affirmative action is traced. The insufficient level of expertise of the updated
legislator and the general trend toward anti-scientific approaches are subjected to criticism. The article expresses concern about the potential
excessive politicization of the category of affirmative action, with the potential degradation of this complex legal instrument, which poses a threat
to the fundamental core of a given state. In conclusion, the necessity of cross-sectoral oversight and institutional monitoring is emphasized to
ensure a balanced implementation and potential reconfiguration of the development vector of the category of affirmative action.
