The article analyzes the state of research of the right to privacy by representatives of historical and legal studies. Historical changes in
the understanding and legislative regulation of the right to privacy of personal and family life are studied. The article examines the peculiarities
of approaches to periodization of the historical exegesis of the right to privacy. It is found that the legal content of privacy varies depending on
a particular historical period, its context and regionality, and is closely related to the development of new technologies, which increase the pos-
sibilities of interference by a state, corporations, public associations and individuals in a person’s private and family life. Privacy is viewed
as a certain historical reality which is transformed and harmonized depending on the recognition of the value of a person, their goods, rights
and freedoms. It is established that the turning points in the understanding of the right to respect for a person’s private life are mostly historical
events (geographical discoveries, revolutionary processes, cataclysms, technological and technical innovations, etc.) which change a person’s
worldview and world perception, the philosophy of privacy, and the awareness of the limits of privacy by the person themselves. Also, the history
of the privacy concept development has shown that, as a certain right, privacy should be declared at the constitutional level, and it is at this level
that the limits of state interference in its realization should be determined.

Promising areas for the proper implementation of the right to privacy, its protection and defense, including by means of criminal law, are iden-
tified, in particular: those that will ensure the protection of a person’s confidential information in the information space (clear definition of the rules
for handling such information by other people, legal entities or a state); clarification of the object of criminal law protection of the right to privacy
and delineation with other methods of protection or defense (other branches of law), determination of the intensity and range of such protection,
taking into account the variety of manifestations of a person’s privacy in everyday life.
