The aim of this article is to conduct a comprehensive theoretical and legal study of the transformation of the concept of normativity in
the context of the development of legal culture. The objective is to identify how shifts in the cultural dimension of law particularly the growing role
of legal consciousness, legal values, and practices contribute to the expansion of the functional field of law from traditionally regulatory functions
to communicative, axiological, and integrative dimensions. The article seeks to justify the necessity of an interdisciplinary approach to analyzing
legal norms and the functions of law, taking into account the influence of legal culture as a factor in rethinking normativity under conditions
of contemporary legal transformations. The study establishes that normativity in law can no longer be considered solely a formal feature of legal
norms or a tool of imperative regulation. Its content is significantly reshaped under the influence of legal culture, which introduces axiological,
humanistic, and communicative dimensions into the legal discourse. The transformation of the notion of normativity is shown to be driven by
changes in the sources of law, the nature of law-making, and the increasing significance of soft law, custom, ethical standards, and transnational
norms. The research demonstrates that legal culture including legal consciousness, values, and behavioral models not only reflects but actively
shapes the normative order, extending the functional scope of law beyond traditional regulatory frameworks. This approach allows law to be
seen as an open, multidimensional system that integrates norms, principles, and social meanings into a coherent whole. The scientific novelty
of the study lies in the conceptualization of the influence of legal culture on the rethinking of normativity in modern legal science. For the first
time, a systematic synthesis of contemporary interdisciplinary approaches to normativity is presented, not merely as a formal category but as
a dynamic socio-cultural phenomenon influenced by the level of legal culture in society. The article proposes understanding normativity as
a multidimensional construct that combines regulatory, axiological, and communicative functions, which evolve in response to transformations
in legal consciousness, sources of legal legitimacy, and the social context of legal action. The practical value of this research lies in its potential
application to improving methodological approaches to teaching philosophy of law, theory of state and law, and legal culture in institutions
of higher legal education. The proposed vision of normativity as a dynamic and culturally determined phenomenon contributes to the development
of critical legal thinking capable of addressing the challenges of legal pluralism, globalization, and soft forms of regulation. The findings may be
applied in evaluating the effectiveness of legal norms, in law-making and law enforcement, particularly in adapting legal frameworks to current
value-based and cultural transformations.
