The article analyzes the activities of the international non-governmental humanitarian organization Save the Children, which has been
helping children for more than a hundred years, starting with the victims of the First World War. The organization, which was founded in
1919 in Great Britain, currently has 30 national members and works in 118 countries, responding to today’s global challenges. The biography
of the organisation’s founder Eglantyne Jebb, her numerous charitable initiatives and significant contribution to the adoption by the League
of Nations of the Declaration of the Rights of the Child (1924), in five program points of which the responsibilities of humanity were defined
to provide children with everything necessary for their existence and development, are studied. The fundamental importance of the Geneva
Declaration (1924), which preceded the Universal Declaration of Human Rights by almost a quarter of a century, is highlighted through an analysis
of the provisions of the Declaration of the Rights of the Child (1959) and the Convention on the Rights of the Child (1989).

Particular attention was paid to the events in Ukraine, as Save the Children has been providing assistance to affected children and their families
since 2014. Having started its activities from the office in Sloviansk, which aimed to provide effective assistance in Donbas, the organization is now
represented throughout Ukraine, actively involving local partners in the implementation of programs. The relevance of these activities is confirmed by
the statistical information provided in the study on the number of children affected by the escalation of the conflict on February 24, 2022.

The author illustrates the multi-vector nature of the organization’s activities with an emphasis on assistance in access to education. This is
evidenced by Save the Children’s status as a co-chair of the global education cluster (co-led with UNICEF), which is also reflected at the national
level. The study explains the relevance of implementing a network of Digital Learning Centres and their crucial importance for children who have

limited access to education due to the war.
