The article focuses on the theoretical aspects of international legal migration studies as a newest scientific field which explores topical issues
of international legal regulation of modern migration processes. The author notes that there is an insufficient level of theoretical and methodological
research in the field of international migration law, which negatively affects the effectiveness of international legal regulation.

The author analyzes the complex object of international legal migration studies, in the structure of which three interrelated subjects
of research are identified — legal regulation of migration processes involving individuals, legal entities and sovereigns. It is established that
the object of general international legal migration studies is the history, theory and practice of international legal regulation, teaching and research
of voluntary, forced or involuntary movement/relocation of subjects of international law (individuals, legal entities and sovereigns) from one
permanent place of residence (domicile) to another permanent or temporary place of residence (domicile) both within the national territory of one
state and between the territories of two different states, including transit through the territory of third countries and/or through international spaces
(high seas, airspace above it, and in the future — outer space, etc.).

Itis proposed that, in addition to issues of population migration, scholars should also pay attention to the relocation of international and national
legal entities, as well as the practice of relocation of certain state bodies (e.g., governments in exile) and even sovereign individuals (e.g., national
liberation organizations). Particular attention is paid to the problems of island states threatened by flooding as a result of climate change. The
international community is facing a real problem of displacement of entire peoples while preserving their sovereign legal personality, which
requires appropriate doctrinal justifications. In this regard, the author proposes to distinguish three areas of research in the system of general
international legal migration studies depending on the subject composition of international migration law — anthropic, corporate and cratonic
migration studies. The author establishes that anthropic international legal migration issues are widely represented in national and foreign legal
science, while corporate and cratonic migration issues have yet to be actualized within the framework of the international law doctrine.

Investigating the peculiarities of anthropic international legal migration studies, the author proposes its internal structure based on
various classification criteria. Attention is drawn to the danger of possible violation of human rights and fundamental freedoms in the process
of implementation of international readmission treaties.
