When applying procedural rules, courts must avoid both excessive formalism, which undermines the fairness of the proceedings,
and excessive flexibility, which leads to the abolition of procedural requirements established by laws. It is about not disturbing "the right balance
between, on the one hand, the legitimate concern to ensure compliance with the formal conditions for filing cases with the court, and on the other
hand, the right of access to the judge." In order to determine whether the domestic courts were excessively formal, the court examines the case
as a whole, taking into account its specific circumstances.

During this trial, the court often insists on "legal certainty" and "proper administration of justice" — two key elements that distinguish between
excessive formalism and the acceptable application of procedural formalities. In particular, it is considered that the right of access to the court is
violated on the merits, when its rules cease to serve the purposes of legal certainty and the proper administration of justice and constitute a kind
of obstacle that prevents the plaintiff from resolving his disputes by a competent court on the merits.

Formalism, or form in a broad sense, should not be confused with the form of a procedural act considered separately. It refers to the formal
integrity of the process, which includes not only the form or formalities, but especially the delimitation of :p of the abilities and responsibilities
of procedural subjects, coordination of their activities, streamlining of the procedure and organization of the process in order to achieve its main
objectives. The form in the broad sense has the task of indicating the boundaries of the beginning and end of the process, limiting the material that
is being formed, and establishing within what limits the people acting in the process should cooperate and act for its development. The procedural
formalism, therefore, contains the very idea of the process as an organization of disorder, which gives predictability to the entire procedure.
