According to the article, in the context of information uncertainty, witness statements are of particular importance at the ini-
tial stage of investigating crimes committed by members of youth informal groups (associations). The testimony of the witness
(s) can substantially affect the entire investigation process. Therefore, it is impossible to disregard this source of evidential
information when investigating such a complex category of unlawful acts as crimes of informal youth.

An analysis of the materials of criminal proceedings on investigated crimes showed that in more than 80% of the cases
the testimony of witnesses was true and covered the real (true) circumstances of the commission of the criminal assault.

Witnesses to crimes committed by members of youth informal groups (associations) may be two groups of persons: 1) those
who were witnesses to the crime and 2) those who were not direct eyewitnesses to the crime (ambulance doctors, police officers,
relatives, friends, colleagues, acquaintances, both victim and suspect, etc).

The installation of eyewitnesses usually occurs after the immediate arrival of police officers at the scene. Due to the fact that
criminal activities of youth informal groups (associations) have a demonstrative character, in most cases various public places
(streets, squares, public transport, public transport stops, cafes, stadiums) become places of committing such crimes. Also,
eyewitnesses can be identified by interviewing residents of nearby homes, visitors to cafes, restaurants, office buildings, office
premises that are located near the crime scene.

With regard to the second category of witnesses, they can be identified immediately after the crime (for example, ambulance
doctors who assisted the victim (victims), police officers who arrived at the scene, etc.) and after the identification of the victim,
suspect, individual circumstances of the offender (for example, friends, acquaintances, neighbors of both the victim and the sus-
pect, members of the youth informal group to which the suspect belongs).

In addition, it should be borne in mind that information regarding who witnessed the criminal offense to which members
of the youth are involved may be obtained from the media, the Internet (news sites, social media pages), since the illegal activi-
ties of informal, usually has great resonance.

The study of empirical material has shown that the range of persons who are witnesses to crimes committed by members
of youth informal groups (associations) is quite wide.

It is advisable to consult with a specialist who studies the activities of various youth informal entities during the preparation
of the witness’s interrogation in these proceedings. Thus, the questionnaire of the investigators showed that they never used
the assistance of the said specialist during the preparation for the questioning of the witness.
