The article considers the growing trends of regional law on the legal system of national and regional legal systems and substantiates
the use of comparative international law as a tool for studying international regional law. It is established that historically the norms of regional
law are older and in their majority, became the basis of universal norms. The UN Charter recognizes the role and importance of regional norms
with an emphasis on their consistency with the provisions of international law. The development of regionalism is manifested, in particular,
in the formation of new forms and principles of coexistence. The result of this process is the development of regional systems, the creation
of international organizations of the regional type, the development of regional law. It is determined that international regional law is a subsystem
of international universal law that regulates the complex of public relations regarding the functioning of regional associations and organizations,
the interaction of member states of regional associations and other subjects of international law among themselves, as within defined by their
constituent instruments, with their members and outside them, and the interaction of the member states of these regional entities with other
subjects of international law on a contractual basis. The doctrine knows such concepts of international regional law as international European,
international American law, international Latin American law, international African law, international Islamic law.

It is proved that the spread of the use of international law of the comparative law method and the formation within the science of international
law of comparative international law is an obvious necessity for the study of its object and subject. The application of comparative international
law, along with other tools of knowledge of international law, ensures the effectiveness and efficiency of international legal research, contributes
to the adequate understanding of these complex theoretical and legal issues and strengthens regional legal spaces based on international
regional law. Comparative international law has the role of a link between national and international law, which greatly contributes to the revision
of established stereotypes, the formation of a new view of norms and postulates. Comparative international law can help the science of modern
international law to find a balance between the dynamics and statics of social development, necessary for the formation of principles and norms
that require universal recognition and common to all subjects of international law significance.
