International experience of implementing the good governance concept, focusing on the vision of good governance in international
foundational documents and guides is examined in the article. World’s different countries’ experience is also emphasized. It is mentioned that
good governance at all levels is a fundamental prerequisite for economic growth, political stability and security.

The experience of Georgia and Moldova concerning their efforts to implement effective governance was singled out among a number
of post-Soviet countries. This experience is relevant for Ukraine and, in particular, quite systematically characterizes the countermeasures to
«Good Governance», namely: significant oligarchic influence on the authorities and making obstacles to constructing ethical rules in public
power reforming; the importance of justice reforming and the courts as mechanisms for its ensuring; the impossibility to build good governance
without changes in the anti-corruption direction; sensitivity to gender equality issues as a way to measure the readiness of societies to implement
the principles of the rule of law.

Based on the studying scientific sources concerning international experience, a trend has been identified. It consists in the fact that
the principles of «Good Governance» are considered not only as a model for governance at the state level, but also as an effective example
of corporate management. It has been also revealed that the concept of good governance in the modern world is actually an integral system
of effective management of institutions regardless their belonging to the public or private sector and is unifying in the understanding of quality
activity. That is why these principles are important for building effective public administration in Ukraine.

It was found out that the fundamentals of the modern concept of good governance were laid by the leading international organization —
the UN. UN vision regarding the implementation of the good governance concept is based on four key directions: strengthening the stability
of democratic institutions of power; developing the inclusiveness of administrative services (public authority services); implementing the principles
of the rule of law; systemic struggling and anti-corruption activities. The author states that, despite the special way of «Good Governance»
concept implementation in Europe by applying its principles with separate pacts of various EU institutions and its addressing mainly to young
member states of the community, this concept is considered to be dominant for the effective establishment of public administration in Europe.
